
If you have the game of Dominoes or something like it, get it out and set up a chain 
of the blocks. Then knock the first one down and watch the rest of them fall down 
too. It’s a chain reaction, and all it takes is one block being close enough to another 
one to be impacted.

When you think about how big the world is, and how little you are, it may seem 
like Psalm 96:3 is impossible. But all you have to do is start by telling one person 
about the wonderful things God has done for you. Then that person can share with 
another person and so on. And if we all keep doing that over and over again, over 
time, all the nations will know!

THANK God for the things 
He has done for you, and 
then tell someone else 
about it too!

Have you ever had someone ask you why you go to church on Sundays? Or why you always 
are kind, even when people are mean to you? They are noticing something different about 
you and want to know why you believe what you do. Do you have an answer for them?

Take a couple of minutes to write out an explanation for “the hope you have.” Why do 
you choose to follow Jesus? How have you seen Him make a difference in your life? Think 
about it, and then you’ll be ready to answer anyone who asks!
